7.5 Operation for Picture Memory(optional)
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1. The picture can be recorded both manually 
and automatically. The image capacity is 
above 120 pcs, and the oldest one will be 
replaced if the memory is full.

2. Manually record: when  the screen is 
turned on, in monitoring or talking state, 
touch the  rec  icon to save current image.

3. Automatic record: enter the Setup page 
and turn on the Auto Record item. 

4. Playback the pictures:  During the standby, touch the screen to enter the main menu, then 
touch play  icon to enter the playback 
page. The latest picture will be show. 
touch NEXT  / LAST  icon to view forward 
/ backward. Touch the DELE?  icon, a 
'DELETE?' hint will show on the uper right 
of the screen, Touch the DELE?  icon again 
to delete the current picture. Please note 
that the delete operation is irrepeatable.

5. Date and Time setting: Enter the Setup 
--> Advanced Set --> Date/Time Set item, the setting page will show as bellow. Touch the 
keypad on the screen to input the numbers. Touch the # icon(on the number key pad)to save 
and exit or touch the * icon to cancel.
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7.4 Basic Setup Instructions

1. During standby state, press MENU Button(or 
touch anywhere on the screen), the date/time 
page will be dispalyed. The first line show the 
current time, the second line shows the current 
date and weekday.(the date/time page will close 
in 3 munite if no operation).

2. Press MENU Button(or touch the screen)again to 
enter the MAIN Menu. Use +/- Button to move 
up/down to select setup  then press MENU Button 
to enter SETUP Menu.(or touch setup  to enter).

3. The Outdoor Tone and INtercom Tone item are for 
chord ring selection. Use +/- Button(or touch  
/  icon)to select the Next/Last ring tone.

4. Auto Record: If the item is set to 'ON', the Monitor 
will record the image automatically in 2 seconds 
after the visitor pressed the CALL Button on the 
Outdoor station.

5. The Advanced Set...item is for advance settings. 
a password will be asked before entering. The 
defoult password is 2008.

6. Input password: Use +/- Button to increcse/
decreace the current number, use MENU Button 
to switch to next digit; when 4 digits have been 
input, press MENU Button to enter.(or touch the 
digital keypad on the screen to enter.)

7. The One/Two Camera should be set to 2 if 2 
Outdoor stations were to be installed.

8. Uulock Time will be adjusted according to different 
locks.

Button(or touch  icon), ADJUST MENU 
will be displayed.

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7. Operation Instructions

7.1 Basic Video Door Phone Functions

1. When visitor presses the Call Button on the 
Outdoor Station, the monitor rings, at the 
same time, the screen displays the visitor 
image, and IN-USE LED turns to red.

2. Press TALK/MON Button(or touch TALK  
icon on the screen), you can talk with the 
visitor for 90 seconds. During talking state, 
press TALK/MON Button (or touch EXIT  ) 
to end the conversation. If nobody answers 
the phone, the screen will be turned off 
automatically after 30 seconds. 

3. Press-To-Talk: When the mornal talk 
is started, press Press

to talk  to enter Press-To-
Talk state, and you will in Listening state by 
default, press  /  to toggle between 
Speaking state and Listening state. Press 
Auto Talk  to exit Press-To-Talk state and return 
to normal talking state.

4. When Monitor is standby, press TALK/MON 
Button(or touch anywhere on the screen, 
then touch monitor  ), the screen will display 
the view of the Outdoor Station. During 
monitoring state, press TALK/MON Button(or 
touch TALK  ), you can talk with outside

Terminal Discriptions:

It’s recommended to use RVVP 4x0.3mm2 Shielded Cable. And when distance 
is over 30m, we suggest to use additional co-axle cable SYV- 75-3 (RG-59) 
connect 3Y and 2W pin.
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 ● Note 1: Plug the AC Adaptor to the AC power socket properly. 

 ● Note 2: JS-VD is used for setting the video impedance. When there is only one  Monitor, keep the jumper 

(which is already on JSP-VD ). But when multi Monitors are installed, be sure of taking away all JS-VD of 

Monitors except only the last Monitor.

 ● Note 3: JS-LK is used for Lock selection, remove the jumper if use the Monitor power to supply the Lock. 

Refer to the Outdoor station manual.

 ● Note 4: LB includes 3 wiring Terminals: ‘1’-Normally Opened Terminal, ‘2’- Common Terminal, ‘3’- 

Normally Closed Terminal. If the Lock is activated when powering, connect it between ‘1’ and ‘2’ terminal; if 

the Lock is activated when power-off , connect it between ‘2’ and ‘3’ terminal.
